Proposals will be evaluated based on topic novelty and associated impact,
organizing committee qualifications, as well as the proposed list of contributed
papers.
 
Special session paper submissions at EUSIPCO are reviewed via the exact
same process as submissions to the regular program, and papers are expected
to meet the same quality standards. For Special Sessions that are somewhat
undersubscribed (due to paper rejections or limited number of submissions), an
effort will be made to identify regular submission papers to complete the
session, as deemed appropriate by the conference organizers. If a Special
Session is seriously undersubscribed the Special Session may be canceled, in
which case the accepted papers from the canceled Special Session will be
placed into the regular program.
